All post-secondary students, whether new or returning, who are members of the Mississaugas
of the Credit First Nation are eligible to apply for this bursary.

They will submit:

e A copy of their status card

e Proof of a successful year at school (transcript or letter of Good Standing)

e Short essay describing how the Ebangishmok (West) Cardinal Direction resonates with
you (500 words or less)

e Permission for their name and picture to be announced in the Eagle Press Newsletter
